Each term you will work on a number of
assignments and exhibit your practical work with an end of year final exhibition in the city centre.
You will take part in practical workshops, lectures, debates, gallery visits and independent
research.

You will learn new skills and develop experience in a number of specialist techniques and
approaches from experienced and dedicated tutors together with a range of guest speakers. We
will develop your creative potential while improving your understanding of visual communication.

To enable you to put the skills you learn on the course into practice, you will be expected to
complete 30 hours of work experience. Students are expected to find their own work placements,
however will be provided with support and guidance from teaching staff to find these. We have a
small range of WEx opportunities available for over 18s including work experience in Florence Italy
through the Turing scheme, and Walsall Art gallery.
