The college Entry/Level 1 programme is a great way to start your career if you are 16-18. It enables
you to develop the skills and confidence to progress in college and into work. You will develop a
wide range of skills in your chosen subject area as well as gaining qualifications in English, maths
and ICT.

This is a one year full-time course.

Have five or more GCSEs at grade D/3 or above, including English language and maths 
Attend an interview with one of the college's admissions tutors 
Complete a short online assessment to assess your current skills and knowledge 
Demonstrate a commitment to good attendance, punctuality and to learning and achieving
your qualification  

Applications from adults without the necessary qualifications but with relevant industry/work
experience will be considered on an individual basis.
