You develop a common core of IT knowledge and study areas such as the relationship between
hardware and software that form an IT system, managing and processing data to support business,
using IT to communicate and share information, computational thinking skills, and the principles of
designing and developing computer programmes.

Five GCSEs at grade 4 or above, including maths, English and one technical subject such as
science, IT, graphics, design & technology, etc OR
 Level 3 ICT-related qualification at Merit or Distinction
