Entry Requirements
To access this course you are required to:

* Have three or more GCSEs at grade 1or above including English and/or maths

e Undertake a salon skills session in which you will be required to meet members of the
teaching team and demonstrate filing and polishing nails, carry out a hand massage and twist
and plait hair

e Purchase a beauty and hairdressing kit and college-approved uniform (details will be
provided at enrolment)
