qualification depending on individual university requirements)

» Have maths at Level 2 (eg GCSE grade 4/C or above / equivalent Functional Skills
qualification depending on individual university requirements)*

e Show commitment to the course and be motivated and determined to be successful on this
intensive programme of study

*Applicants without this level of qualification will be required to complete a diagnostic assessment

to determine their level of maths skills and knowledge and, if necessary, study for the Level 2
qualification alongside the Access course.
