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Is this course right for me?

You will be required to attend lessons to improve your English and maths (or use the time for
directed study if you already have Grade 4 or above)and complete 30 hours of a work experience
placement.

You will also be required to purchase a college-branded uniform costing approximately £70 - order
forms will be provided before the start of the course and financial support may be available to help
with these costs.

Also, if you earn less than £30,000 per year and aged 19 or over, you could study this course for
FREE!

e Four or more GCSEs at Grade 3 or above including English and maths OR

e Public Services Level 1Extended Certificate OR
e Successfully completed a full Level 1 study programme
